1. Before Reading

Scan/skim for something that jumps out at you. This could be a picture a quote, or passage that draws you in and makes you ask questions or want to know more. This search will hopefully give you some hints about what you are going to be reading about. We will share this in class.

MAKE A PHOTOCOPY of this on the copier (you may want to enlarge it for affect). Now feel free to collage, draw, paint or whatever you wish to make a bookmark that is 4x8”. Examples will be shown in class.  You can copy more than one aspect if you wish. 

Once your bookmark is done we will laminate  them and make a little pouch to hold your weekly reading guides. There will be a contest at the end of the book to see who has the best bookmark and all of their reading guides. A super cool prize will be awarded.
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2. During Reading
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Option 2A:  Map It 

Students who select this option will be given a blank world map and chart Deborah’s course throughout the book. You will Label cities and where she is, summarize what has brought her there and when, as well as who the major players are at that stage of her journey. You will be required to have a question or topic for discussion.
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Option 2B:  Read- Connect

Students who choose this option will have a weekly sheet to track vocab, concepts, and discoveries (people, places, and things) in the book. They will also be asked to bring a question for discussion. 

Option 2C: Story Board or Illustrations

Students who choose this option will be required to create a graphic novel of sorts paralleling the book – highlighting key events and important changes that take place for the character(s). They will also be asked to bring a question for discussion. Which could be the topic of their illustrations or not.

3. After Reading

Option  3A: Spin Off Presentation

Students who choose this option will select one aspect of the book they encountered while reading that interests them and do a visual presentation to the class. This could be a person you learn about (artist), a significant event (war etc), or other topic that can be tied directly to a reference in the book. 

The presentation should involve PLENTY of visual references to connect the viewers, as well as point or question for discussion somewhere in the presentation to involve the audience beyond “ does anyone have questions?” 

Option 3B: One Chapter of Your Memoir (w/ photos)

Students who choose this option will write a fluid chapter of their life in the memoir style. It should have mass appeal and go beyond a “diary” of events. It should highlight something that connects to the book (love, photography, other adventures). It must have vivid descriptive language so as to paint a picture with words. The memoir must included original photos or snapshots to highlight the events  or themes of the memoir.

Option 3C: Book Trailer for Shutterbabe

Students who choose this option will create a book trailer with text, images, and sound with one of the various tools available in class or online. There are two different demographics to choose from if you decide to go with this option (group market to target with your trailer). The trailer will be uploaded to YouTube and prizes will be awarded to students getting 500 or more hits.
